Opening Remarks & Introductions 
 
Comments: 
 
Chief Wabie provided some history on Beaverhouse First Nation. Since they are not recognized by Indian 
Affairs which, a 150-year-old mistakes, they’re facing challenges. Historically, their community resided 
on the peninsula, and was only accessible by boat in the summer and vehicle in the winter once the river 
froze over. Up until recently, they continued to live on the peninsula, in efforts to preserve they traditions 
and way of life on traditional homelands, however, since there was no hydro or services, many of the 
younger generation, along with the Elders, had to move in town in order to work (Kirkland Lake).  
 
Chief Wabie and Sartaj expressed their excitement for the return of the Northlander. They highlighted 
the benefits of access to medical care, education, work, and visiting family. Many of their employees, 
including Sartaj, live down South, so this may help with recruitment and filling jobs, if it means people 
have better access to travel North and South easily.

Discussion 

Discussion topics included: 

Safety: Chief Wabie raised concern over some of their community members not having access to internet 
or cellular data to purchase tickets, or coordinator rides and pickup times once they are at the station. 
Chad and Tracy confirmed that wi-fi will be available at each station, and that tickets can be purchased 
directly on the train if needed.  

Map: Chief Wabie expressed that Beaverhouse First Nation community members will be travelling mostly 
southbound, to North Bay or Toronto. Even though Timmins is closer, North Bay is the preferred 
destination.  

Community engagement opportunities: 
- June 21st – Social gathering for National Indigenous Peoples Day
- August: Industry Day is a day that gives industries and support staff the opportunity to visit and

meet community members. Workshops are offered. Families gather.
-

Job opportunities:  Chief Wabie expressed that he is happy to see our efforts and willingness to improve 
our percentage of Indigenous employees. He shared that capacity building and training opportunities 
in Indigenous communities is key to success. Training opportunities should be about changing lifestyle, 
and in order to change lifestyles, a simple 3 week training course is usually not enough. He asked: How 
do we go about that? Their community is still facing intergenerational trauma, and Chief Wabie has been 
involved in getting his community ready for the workforce.

o Indigenous Anti-Human Trafficking Liaison (IAHTL) Program: Supports Indigenous 
communities in providing survivor focused and localized responses to Human 
Trafficking. This was created by and for Indigenous people to end Human Trafficking in 
their communities and provide support for survivors. It provides training, guidance and 
capacity building for service providers, organizations, communities. 

o They have a gate-to-gate service that guides the individual back to a safe space, and an 
ONWA staff is with them throughout the whole process. Julie brought up the potential 
for partnership with ONWA when it comes the time to bring the survivor home, for 
example, providing free fairs to the survivors travelling back home. By partnering with 
ONWA, they also provide staff with specific numbers of who to call for support. ONWA 
acts immediately. Rebecca shared that we do currently offer vouchers, and they she 
would follow up on how to submit a request.  

o Courage for Change - Frontline crisis team to support supports the unique needs of 
Indigenous women, youth, and girls that are affected by sexual exploitation. All services 
provide a trauma- informed, anti-oppressive framework with culture- based practices 
and models to ensure a seamless integration of cultural and mainstream supports. 

o Community Safety Liaison (guns and gangs): Supports training and capacity building for 
service providers. 

• Julie shared that one of our priorities should also be to provide information to the survivors 
about trafficking and how to get out of it. Having in-seat service for food is a great way for our 
employees to carefully look for signs of human trafficking.  

• Suggests that we learn from what other transportation services are doing in terms of anti-
human trafficking (for example, Air Canada) 

• Collin shared that they have existing digital signage they can share with us to post on our 
screen, currently for the PBX and buses, but eventually for the Northlander.  

• Rebecca shared that we are building a new station and have an opportunity to implement 
safety features right from the early planning phase.

The intention is to utilize existing ONTC service stations (possible at 
seven stops). There will be a new shelter built in the remaining nine stops. These shelters will 
be a comfortable and secure environment. Review of the construction plans/schedule and the 
environmental assessment work.   

• Review of the track upgrades occurring for the resumption of passenger service and to ensure 
a smoother ride.   

• Review of the train design highlighting accessibility considerations, and passenger experience 
enhancements.   

• Question raised about the impact of the TC regulations on this line. ONTC noted that the crew 
will be turned over to ensure the rest rules are observed.   

• Question raised about the availability of sleeper cars. ONTC noted that to prioritize service 
resumption, the train will be put in service without a sleeper car. ONTC will be monitoring 
feedback towards future enhancement.   

• Question raised about previous experience with delays on the track. ONTC noted that it is not 
immune from this re-occurring, though the agency continues to work with CN and Metrolinx 
about track use.  

• Question about the location of the Timmins-Porcupine station. ONTC noted the location is at 
the end of an ONTC-owned spur.

• Ensure the equipment continues to operate within specifications and ensure that modifications have not been made 


to the equipment’s silencing or noise reducing features.


• Construction equipment should consider using broadband backup alarms rather than their tonal counterparts. Tonal 


backup alarms can be considered a nuisance.


• The tailgate banging of dump trucks and other impulsive noises should be managed to reduce noise propagation. 


Ensuring smooth surfaces throughout the construction zones will help reduce these types of noises.


• Schedule noisy activities during the day wherever possible.


• Connect equipment to permanent power wherever possible and minimize the use of portable generators.

• Complete a construction vibration assessment during detailed design to confirm vibration levels, and to minimize, 


mitigate, and/or monitor construction vibration.


• Schedule vibration intensive activities during the daytime periods wherever possible.


• The speed of construction equipment in general should be limited, as fast-moving tracked equipment has been 


shown to produce significant vibration levels. 


• If hydraulic breakers and vibratory compactors are used, consideration should be given to using lower settings on 


these types of equipment when operating in close proximity to structures and buildings.  


• Avoid high vibration equipment such as impact or vibratory pile drivers. 


• Where possible, smaller breakers or jackhammers should be used. 


• Similar to noise, bumps or inconsistencies in the ground surface can generate higher vibration levels as heavy 


equipment travels over. Maintaining smooth surfaces would minimize vibration levels from such activity.

other activities.


• Construction activity on site should adhere to local municipal noise by-laws, wherever possible.


• Ensure the equipment continues to operate within specifications and ensure that modifications have not been made 


to the equipment’s silencing or noise reducing features.


• Construction equipment should consider using broadband backup alarms rather than their tonal counterparts. Tonal 


backup alarms can be considered a nuisance.


• The tailgate banging of dump trucks and other impulsive noises should be managed to reduce noise propagation. 


Ensuring smooth surfaces throughout the construction zones will help reduce these types of noises.


• Schedule noisy activities during the day wherever possible.


• Connect equipment to permanent power wherever possible and minimize the use of portable generators.

• Complete a construction vibration assessment during detailed design to confirm vibration levels, and to minimize, 


mitigate, and/or monitor construction vibration.


• Schedule vibration intensive activities during the daytime periods wherever possible.


• The speed of construction equipment in general should be limited, as fast-moving tracked equipment has been 


shown to produce significant vibration levels. 


• If hydraulic breakers and vibratory compactors are used, consideration should be given to using lower settings on 


these types of equipment when operating in close proximity to structures and buildings.  


• Avoid high vibration equipment such as impact or vibratory pile drivers. 


• Where possible, smaller breakers or jackhammers should be used. 


• Similar to noise, bumps or inconsistencies in the ground surface can generate higher vibration levels as heavy 


equipment travels over. Maintaining smooth surfaces would minimize vibration levels from such activity.

The team at Ontario Northland has been moving the project forward and the 
Northlander project is on track. Most notable progress to date includes:

• Manufacturing started and each month we see significant progress, the
construction of the first car shells were completed in the summer and now
integration of all electrical components is underway.

Polar Bear Express Schedule Update 

• Update provided by Tracy MacPhee, VP of Passenger Rail and Motor Coach Operations.
• Update provided regarding feedback- note that Transport Canada (TC) has accepted a plan in

place to manage crew fatigue, and so therefore no changes to the current Polar Bear Express
schedule is required.

• This update was very well received, with thanks expressed for Ontario Northland’s engagement
efforts.

• Steve Loranger provided more details on the impact on the crew. Passengers should expect more
frequent crew rotations to satisfy TC conditions.

• Mushkegowuk Council noted there was a resolution passed at their General Assembly asking for
the current schedule to be maintained and that additional service should be considered\. Tracy
noted she would be pleased to receive this and add it into the business case for additional service.

Northlander Update 

• Update provided by CEO on the progress of the project.
• Manufacturing of the equipment and construction at the stops has begun.
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• The first trainset is expected to be received in 2026 followed by a testing and commissioning phase. 
Communities can expect to see the train equipment being tested prior to service launch.  

• In terms of ticket pricing, Ontario Northland is committed to ensuring the service is affordable. A 
fare strategy is currently being worked on.  

• The route includes 16 stops from Union Station in Toronto to Timmins with a rail connection to 
Cochrane. Stops include Langstaff and Gormley which provide GO Transit connections.  

• A proposed schedule was included in the Updated Initial Business Plan available at 
https://www.ontarionorthland.ca/en/travel/northlander-passenger-train. The current draft schedule 
sees an overnight departure from Timmins to arrive in Union station by 11:00 AM. Northbound 
service will leave Toronto between 6:30 PM.  

• Track upgrades along the corridor are being done to improve passenger experience. Ontario 
Northland is also conducting crossing assessments for the operation of a passenger train along this 
route.   

• The agency is expecting to hire approximately 70 staff for the Northlander. Hiring is underway.  
• Update provided on the new Timmins-Porcupine (TP) Station. The group reviewed the renderings. 

Accessibility and safety are paramount to the interior design. Review of the two-staged building plan 
and the interim plans for temporary shelter once service starts.  

• A question was raised about sleeping quarters on the train. Note that the priority has been placed 
on starting the service and Ontario Northland will continue to engage with the customers about 
future options once the service is launched.  

• The question was asked about loyalty programs. Ontario Northland is exploring options for a loyalty
